3. Invite othet concemed agencies which ate not included ifl E.O 773 s, 2009, (eg. intelligence
communities ot agencies) to join ot panicipate in POC meeting and/or activities as may be necessary,

4. Formulate a 3-year local peace and order and public safety plan (POPS) to be incorporated/ and

consistent vith the comprehensive development plan (CDP),
5. Cteate a special action committee (SAQ on anti-insutgency and anti-ctiminality crisis management

and other SACs, to prevent or ad&ess the issues or incidents affecting peace and order and public
safety,

affecting peace and order and public safety within dreir respective area of jutisdiction,
8. Recommend state5ic actioos ot activities aimed at promoting improving ot enhancing peace and
order and public safety measures includiog anti-insutgency measr:re within thek respeaive areas of
iurisdiction,
9. Recommend measures to converge and orchestrate intemal secutity opemtiori efforts of civil
authorities and agencies and police,
