WHEREAS, subject ordinance shall take effect after the legal requirements on
posting and publication pursuant to Sections 59 (c) and 5l I (a) of RA 7160 are complied
with;

SAFETY DEVICES (RWSDs) BY ALL CONTRACTORS AND PUBLIC UTILITY
COMPANIES ON ALL ON-GOING ROAI) AND B
CONSTRUCTIONS/MAINTENANCE ALONG THE MUNICIPAL AND
ROADS WITHIN THE JURISDICTION OF THE MUNICIPALITY OF
PANGASINAN AND PROVIDING PENALTIES THEREOF;

EXPI-ANATORY NOTE:

maintenance of peace and order, the protection of life, liberty and property and the promotion of
the general welfare are essential for the enioyment by all the people of the blessings of democracy;

WHEREAS, under Article 2789 of the Civil Code of the Philippines, provinces, cities, and
municipalities shall be liable for damages for the death of, or injuries suffered by, any person by
reason of defective condition of roads, streets, bridges, public buildings and under public works
under their control or supenision;

WHEREAS, in 2010, the United Nation General Assembly proclaimed 2011 to 2020 zs the Decade
of Action for Road Safety. The goal is to stabilize and reduce the road traffrc fatalities around the
world;

WHEREAS , Iocal as well as national data show that one of the major causes of fatal or serious
accident in land transportation is the lack of warning and safety devices appropriately installed
before the actual road construction and/or maintenance operations on or near a roadway;

WHEREAS, the Department of Public Works and Highways @PWH) through the issuance of
Department Order No. 135, Series of 2015 and other department issuances, i.e. Department Order
12, Sedes of 2076, Department Order No. 13, Sedes of 2008, Department Order No. 41, Series of
2072 atd Department Order No. 56, Series of 2005 requires the implementation of requirements on

works safety, taffic management and construction safety and health during project
construction and maintenance works;

WHEREAS, the Local Government Units as provided by the Local Government Code of 7991
particulady under the General Welfare Clause are mandated to institutionalize policies that will
ensure the safety and security of its constituents specially on road related activities, thus this
legislative measure;

NOW THEREFORE, on motion of SB Member Gerardo DC. Flores, duly seconded;

BE IT ENACTED, hlt the SanguniangBalan of Baynbangin session assenbkd that

SECTION f. SHORT TITLE. 'Ihis Ordioance shall be known as 'RWSD Ordinance of the
Municipality of Bayambang, Pangasinan".

SECTION 2. DECLARATION OF POLICY: It shall be the policy of the municipality of
Bayambang to ensure the safety of the motorist, the commuting public, tourist - local and foreign
on our roads, by improving conditions of road afld making vehicular taffic as safe as possible by
providing drivers with appropriate information through signs and accident-prel'ention der,'ices, thus
requiring mandatory installation of Road Warning and Safety f)evices (X.WSDs) in all on-going
road/bridge works implements by contractors and public utility companies in all public roads in the
Municipality of Bayambang to warn road users/drivers of risk afld danger up ahead on the road
thereby reducing road related accidents aod casualties and avert vehicular accidents resulting to

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SECTION 3. DEFINITION OF TERMS: as used in this ordinance, the follorvhg

a) Bridges- structure carrying a pathway or roadway over a depression or obstacle (such as

river).

b) Contractor- refers to the o.wner of contracting frrm which a road-related

awarded to; responsible for the day-to-day oversight of a road/bridge-related
work and maflages the overall operation throughout the course of the proiect.

.) National Highway- any public road, classified as primary or secondary, declared

road by the President of the Philippines upon recornmendation of the Secretary of
Works and Highways, satisfying the conditions set forth under Executive Order No.
establishing the Classifrcation of Roads.

Public Utility Companies- refer to companies that operate as a public-service colporation
and provides essential services to the public such as electricity, telephone, gasoline stations,

water and the lilies.

Road - refers to the passageway intended principally for vehicles for the movemeflt,
circulation or transportation of people and goods. May also be referred to as street, highway

or thoroughfare. Could be paved with concrete, asphalt, frnger corrals, soil, sand, gravel or
any similar material.

Road Warning and Safety Devices (RWSDs) - are tempo:rary traffic w'aming signage's or
devices using the accepted intemational standards used to alert or notify road-users/drivers
to hazatds created by construction or maintenance operation on or r,ear

roadway. Aside

from warning these devices are also meant to guide and direct a road-users/drivers safety

pass a hazard along the road.

SECTION 4. THE POLICY. Temporary Tnffic Road Warning and Safety Devices @WSDs) are

required to be mandatodly installed 300m, 20Om, 100m, and 50m before the actual zrea of at
ongoing road construction proiect or maintenance operation by ^y government entity or private

person, company or firm.

Said RWDs should appropriately be installed at the onset of the road construction in accordance to

the approved traffic management plan of the said ongoing construction.

Aside from barriets, guide or channeling devices, such as trafftc cofles ot tabular markers, shall be

installed on the ongoing road work. Theses shall be installed using the mandated standard heigh

iom the ground, colors and lightings under the guidelines promulgated by the DPWII for
purpose to generally alert or notify drivets to hazards created by coflstruction or maintenance

operation o1l or near a roadrvay. Aside from waming, the devices are also meant to guide and direct

a driver safely past ahazard along the road.

The Traffrc Management Plan indicating the RWSDs undertaken by a contractor during its

application for permit and which was submitted to the DPWH shall be forwarded to the

Sangguniang Bayan in order to determine the adecluacy of installed Road Safety and Waming

Devices in a particular rcad/bidge works. RWSDs of r<>adfbrrdge projects of companies/firms and

even of the government must be ptopedy inspected by concerned offices/agencies in accotdance to

its approved trafFrc of the Sangguniang Bayan for the issuance of resolution of endorsement/permit

of said road/bddge project.

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SECTION 5. PROHIBITED ACTS. No petson, firm or corporation, goveffrment or private
shall:

Fail to install and maintain appropriate DPWH standard safety requirements such as the
provision of Road Waming and Safety Devices BWSD$ or signage's and/or guide or
channeling devices such as barricades, traffic cofles, tabular markers, blinkers, appropriate
illumination or lighting on the rcad ard/or bridge under construction andf or moit
operation area within the entire duration of the proiecg and

b) Fail to employ services of flagmen should the road has become one-lane road
goirlg road/bridge work.

SECTION 6. PENALTIES.
a) Ary individual, registered os/'fler, propdetor or rnaflager, or

offrcers/empkryees of a contracting firm, business or commercial establishment, or
industrial facility, who actually perform the act/s prohibited under Section 5 hereof
shall be penalized through the imposition of the follo'*-ing penalties:

i. First Offense : Fine of One Thousand Pesos (Php 4A0,00) ot
ent of ten (0) days or both such fine and imprisonment at

the discretion of the court;

ii. Second Offense : Fine of One Thousand Five llundred Pesos
(Php 1, fll0.M) or imprisonment of twenty (20) days or both such fine
and imprisonment at the disuetion of the court;

iii. Third and Succeeding Offenses : Fine of Two Thousand Five
Ifundrcd Pesos (Php 2rilW.00) and impdsonment of not more than one
(1) month or both such fine and imprisonment at the discretion of the
court,

Heads of agencies/departments of a govefirment instrumentality (national, regional
or provincial offrce), as well as heads/chiefs of a local government unit/or
employees shall likewise be liable with the same penalties for any violatioo set forth
under the nert preceding section.
The foregoing penalties are without prejudice to other penalties imposed in the
contract pursuant to the government procurement act and other related law, rules
afld regulations.
For violation who fall to settle penalties for the third and succeeding infractions,
aside from frling of legal case by the appropriate agency/ctfftce, the Office the
Municipal Mayor, through the appropriate department and coordinator with the
DPWH Pangasinan 3d Disttict Engineering Of6ce, shall issue the suspension of
outgoing road contraction f nrirterrarrce operation/work until such time that
RSWDs shall have been propedy and appropriately installed and that appropriate
penalties shall have been setded.
For contractor andf or Public Utility Company which have incurred third afld
succeeding infraction of this ordinance, the Sanguniang Bayan shall consider the
same in this issuance of project

SECTION 10. NO CONTEST PROVISION. Any person who violates this Ordinance and does

not wish to contest the violation but is willing to pay voluntarily the fine imposed upon him/her
prior to the filling of formal charges wi*r the propff court shall be allowed to pay the imposed frne

with the Municipal Treasurer's Offrce to avoid being prosecuted within FIVE (5) calendar days from

the day he/she was cited for violating any pro\,ision of t$s-Ordirrarrce, otherwise, a case shall be

frled against the violator.
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Juridical persofl - If committed by a iuridical person, the President, General Managet,
Corporate Secretary or persofl rvith related interest in the Corporation or Partoership or Association
shall be held liable or penalized accordingly.

SECTION 10. SHARING OF FINES. Fines paid by violators shall be

SECTION 11. ENFORCEMENT. The Bayambang Municipal Police Station aod Public Order
and Safety Offrce deputized personnel are the implementors of this ordinance specifrcally in the

apprehension and issuance of the citation ticket to violators. However, Sangguniang Barangay

members or Barangay Tanods and even the public may report violations/r'iolators to concerned

authorities.

For constructions of roads and bridges along the national roads, provincial roads and all

blic roads w'ithin the teritorial jurisdiction of the Municipality of Bayambang the Municipal
Engineering Offrce shall be enjoined to monitor and report to the Office of the Municipal Mayor,

copy fumished the SanguniangBayaqthe implementation of this ordinance.

SECTION 10. PUBLIC INFORMATION CAMPAIGN. The Public Information Office eIO)
shall disseminate information on the requirements of this Ordinance to the public immediately upon

effectivity of this Ordinance.

ON ll. SEPARABILITY CLAUSE- If for reason or reasons, ffiy part or provision of this

ordinance shallbe held to be unconstitutional orinvalid, the otherparts orprovisions hereof which

are flot affected shall continue to be in full force or effect.

SECTION 12. EFFECTIVITY - This Ordinance shall take effect upon appror.al and compliance

with the posting and publication requirements.
